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Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 
 
I greet you in the name of One whose mercy and compassion knows no end ï the Living 
God. 
 
I have been talking a great deal about compassion and our call to live compassionate lives, 
both as individuals, a community, and a congregation.  I have worked with the young people 
of St. Peterôs UCC (and the young at heart) by helping them learn Godôs two most important 
rules: 1) love God, 2) love everybody else. In the Sunday bulletin I have included different 
versions of the Golden Rule from many of the great religions of the world. For the past few 
months I have made compassion the theme of most of my morning messages. I have 
spoken at a town meeting and written an article for the Frankfort Station about my prayers 
for our town to become a place where every aspect of our lives would be guided by the rule 
of compassion. Lastly, I have talked with the church council regarding our church affirming 
the Charter for Compassion (CFC) and making the Golden Rule,ò treat other people as you 
would want to be treated,ò the guiding principle for our churchôs vision and mission.  
 
By affirming and becoming a part of the Charter for Compassion we would become a part of 
a global community that is striving to see that all of humanity, all of Godôs children, our 
sisters and brothers, are treated compassionately. It is a way for us to understand just how 
interconnected we are with all of Godôs creation; to understand that when one hurts, we all 
hurt. Being a partner with the CFC costs us nothing and requires only that we strive to make 
compassion a guiding principle for our congregation; which it should be for us already as 
followers of the One that taught the Golden Rule.  
 
Our next step in becoming partners with the Charter for Compassion is for us to have a 
congregational meeting so that we can vote to make our participation official. I am hoping 
that we might have this meeting before the end of the month, but an official date will be 
announced later.  
 
I have included below the Charter for Compassion and a number of versions of the Golden 
Rule from some of the great religions of the world. I would also suggest that you read my 
Pastorôs Corner article in the August 23, 2015 Frankfort Station for an idea of how our town 
might participate in this global movement for compassion. You can also go to the website 
www.charterforcompassion.org for more information. 
 
I hope that you will prayerfully consider this idea as a way for St. Peterôs United Church of 
Christ to faithfully serve God, Godôs children, and all of Godôs holy creation.

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The principle of compassion lies at the heart of all religious, ethical and spiritual traditions, calling us 

always to treat all others as we wish to be treated ourselves.  Compassion impels us to work tirelessly to 

alleviate the suffering of our fellow creatures, to dethrone ourselves from the center of our world and 

put another there, and to honor the inviolable sanctity of every single human being, treating 

everybody, without exception, with absolute justice, equity and respect. 

 

It is also necessary in both public and private life to refrain consistently and empathically from 

inflicting pain. To act or speak violently out of spite, chauvinism, or self-interest, to impoverish, exploit 

or deny basic rights to anybody, and to incite hatred by denigrating others - even our enemies - is a 

denial of our common humanity. We acknowledge that we have failed to live compassionately and 

that some have even increased the sum of human misery in the name of religion.  

 

We therefore call upon all men and women ð to restore compassion to the center of morality and 

religion ð to return to the ancient principle that any interpretation of scripture that breeds violence, 

hatred or disdain is illegitimate ð to ensure that youth are given accurate and respectful information 

about other traditions, religions and cultures to encourage a positive appreciation of cultural and 

religious diversity ð to cultivate an informed empathy with the suffering of all human beings, even 

those regarded as enemies. 

 

We urgently need to make compassion a clear, luminous and dynamic force in our polarized world. 

Rooted in a principled determination to transcend selfishness, compassion can break down political, 

dogmatic, ideological and religious boundaries. Born of our deep interdependence, compassion is 

essential to human relationships and to a fulfilled humanity. It is the path to enlightenment, and 

indispensible to the creation of a just economy and a peaceful global 

community.

Believe it or notñschool is about back in session.  It can be both an exciting & frightening time as the 
children begin a new chapter in their school career.  Time for the kiddos to start putting their thinking 
caps back on so that they can focus on schoolwork and continue to study in an attempt to learn all they 
can! 
 
So how about the parents/other adults?  Is it time to begin to think about studying as well--maybe 
attend a bible study group?  Itõs never too late to learn from the words of our Savior.  His overflowing 
grace, mercy, and forgiveness are hard to comprehend, I agree. 
 
Micah 6:8 tells us òHe has shown you, O mortal, what is good. And what does the LORD require of 
you?  To act justly and to love mercy and to walk humbly with your God.ó  So, what is mercy? How are 
we to show it?  How are we to reflect Godõs love and mercy in our daily lives? Websterõs dictionary 
defines mercy as òcompassionate or kindly forbearance shown toward an offender, an enemy, or other 
person in oneõs power; compassion, pity, or benevolence.ó Reading that definition makes one 
immediately think of the Lordñhow he embodies mercy and expresses it generously to his people. 
 
Finding the end of Godõs mercy is like finding the end of a ring.  It is impossible! His mercy is unfailing 
and eternal (Psalm 103:17), boundless (Psalm 108:4), forgiving of sin (Micah 7:18), never ceasing 
(Lamentations 3:22-23) and makes salvation possible (Titus 3:5).  Wow!!  We get all that without even 
asking but by simply believing, trusting and obeying!   
 
So, how do people today show Godõs love to others?  Unfortunately, we are too often quick to judge, 
swift to convict of wrongdoing, and anxious to find fault in others.  We are all over each other because 
of small issues of inconvenience.  We donõt like how the offering it taken or how the kids might get the 
fellowship hall a little dirty.  We cringe when the soloist misses a high note or when a baby cries.  We 
donõt like the location of the new choir loft.  The list can go on and on.  Itõs demoralizing to read such a 
list because it points out how petty these issues are.   
 
Mercy overlooks the petty concerns of life and focuses on the main issues of people in need.  Jesus put 
it this way (Matthew 25:34-36, 40): òéôCome, you who are blessed by my Father; take your inheritance, 
the kingdom prepared for you since the creation of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me 
something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me 
in,  I needed clothes and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and you 
came to visit meé Truly I tell you, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers and sisters of 
mine, you did for me.ó 
 
 
So what does it look like to live a life with mercy? To live with mercy is: 
 

¶ to love God and hunger after him each day (Matthew 5:6, 6:33); 

¶ to be repentant and showing our dependence on Godõs forgiveness & mercy (Psalm 51); 

¶ to be obedient to God and faithful to his love (Matthew 22:37-40, 28:18-20) 

¶ to be compassionate and empathetic toward the needs of others (Matthew 9:36, 15:29-39, 18:23-35, 
 20:29-34); 

¶ to be forgiving (Luke 15:11-32); 
(cont.) 
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¶ to be wise and truthful (James 3:17; Psalm 85:10); 

¶ to be prayerful (1 Timothy 2:1-8); 

¶ to be a healer and peacemaker ( 2 Corinthians 5:16-21); 

¶ to receive mercy in exchange for giving it (Matthew 5:7); 

¶ to care for the less fortunate (Matthew 25:34-40);  and to not be judgmental ( Matthew 7:1-5; 
 Luke 6:37-38; John 8:7; James 2:12-13). 
 
The essence of the Lordõs mercy is captured in this wonderful poem entitled òYour Mercy, Lordó 
by Carole Nason: 
 
Your mercy, Lordéyour mercy, Lord, 
Extends to the highest heaven; 
Yet it reaches down to my hopelessness

And it flows 
From the veins of Jesus, 
Looking beyond all the faults in me. 
You deal with me, Lord, 
According to your mercy, Lord, 
And not my iniquity. 
 
Your mercy, Lordéyour mercy, Lord, 
Is fresh and new every morning. 
You surround me, Lord, 
With your truth and your mercy, Lord.
